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The Resurrection of Jesus 
 

 So what are you going to do with the resurrection of Jesus?  

In Acts 17, St. Paul is the guest speaker among the philoso-

phers in Athens.  Now Athens in the 1st Century A.D. was no 

longer the center of renowned philosophy that it 

had been in the days of Socrates and Plato in 

the 5th Century B.C.   

 But even though the gold had badly tar-

nished in Athens, when St. Paul began to speak 

about the resurrection of Jesus, the assembly 

shut him down mockingly. 

 Now all you have to do is read the com-

box online at any site that posts an article on 

Christianity.  And from the tone and substance 

of the comments posted, itôs clear that the an-

cients do not hold a monopoly on mocking, especially if the 

topic is the resurrection of Jesus! 

 Now a big part of the dilemma is the Churchôs own fault.  

We today have allowed ourselves to be argued into a corner, 

playing by the rules defined by the opposition.  Today, science 

is something ñtrue,ò while Christianity is only something you 

either ñbelieveò or ñdonôt believe.ò 

 Itôs like weôve given up any notion of its being true.  In-

stead weôll talk about ñbelieving it.ò  And weôll do a whole lot 

of yammering about relationships with God, playing nice rela-

tionship music to inspire more belief, to stir the emotions, etc, 

as if this will avoid any questions about whether itôs true. 

 But could the resurrection of Jesus really be ñtrueò?  

Enlightened thinking instinctively says no.  ñIn consequence of 

the revolution in the scientific image of the world...the tradi-

tional concepts of Jesusô resurrection are to be considered out-

dated.ò [Gerd Lüdemann]   

     But the resurrection of Jesus is something 

at once outside of this ñscientific imageò and 

yet it does not call into question what already 

exists.  Must the resurrection contradict sci-

ence?  Can there be nothing unexpected, noth-

ing unimaginable, nothing new?  If God is 

really God can He not create a new dimension 

of human existence, an ñevolutionary leapò so 

to speak, a new dimension of reality? 

      In fact, the resurrection of Jesus is not the 

same kind of event as Jesusô birth or His crucifixion.  The res-

urrection is new.  But itôs also true.   

 Where then do look for its truth?  Not merely where the 

skeptics and the mockers limit truth, although God has given us 

Christians a brain to show the credibility of the resurrection in 

terms which even the skeptics might insist upon as credible. 

 Yet we have more.  We have the proclamation of the Gos-

pel, by which the Holy Spirit can persuade in ways which no 

amount of empiricism can do.  We have the fellowship of the 

faithful, among whom the risen Christ makes Himself known to 

us in our own lives by the breaking of the bread.

 ñThe Holy Gospel according to Saint 

Markéò is a phrase youôve regularly 

heard since the beginning of this church 

year. We follow the Three-Year Lection-

ary (as opposed to the One-Year Lection-

ary in which the readings do not change from year to year), and 

weôre in the midst of Year B. Most of the Gospel Lessons for 

Year A are from Matthew, most for Year B are from Mark, and 

most for Year C are from Luke. And if youôre wondering 

ñWhat about Johnôs Gospel account,ò the answer is that lessons 

from John are appointed all throughout the three-year cycle, 

around twenty times per year. But this article isnôt about the 

Three-Year Lectionary, itôs about Saint Mark, the Evangelist. 

 On April 25, the Church commemorates Saint Mark. Ac-

cording to tradition, Saint Mark died on, wait for it... April 25. 

Having served as the first Bishop of Alexandria (in Egypt) 

where he played an important part in establishing the church in 

that area, he was martyred in 68 A.D. We also know from the 

12th chapter of Acts that his mother's house was the center of 

the congregation in Jerusalem and that Paul and Barnabas took 

him (Mark) from Jerusalem to Antioch, and from there they 

went out on Paulôs first missionary journey. 

         The King James Version of Mark is around 15,000 words. At 

200 words per minute, it would take only 75 minutes to read all 

of Mark's Gospel account.  

         If the 25th of April was a Sunday, or if we had a worship 

service on that date, the following prayer which is printed in the 

Altar Book of our hymnal would be the Collect of the Day: 

ñAlmighty God, you have enriched Your Church with the proc-

lamation of the Gospel through the evangelist Mark. Grant that 

we may firmly believe these glad tidings and daily walk accord-

ing to Your Word; through 

Jesus Christ, our Lord, who 

lives and reigns with You 

and the Holy Spirit, one 

God, now and forever. 

[Amen]ò 

 A number of my arti-

cles for this newsletter have 

been on the topic of com-

memorating a saint or ob-

serving a feast or a festival 

on the church calendar, and 

it is good to remember that 

the focus is not on the Saint 

or the occasion, but on 

Christ, and the Collect cap-

tures this idea very well. It 

is God who enriches His Church. The ñglad tidingsò of which 

St. Mark wrote is the good news of Christ Jesus. To walk every 

day according to God's Word is to walk with Jesus (who Him-

self is Godôs Word in the flesh, to borrow a phrase from St. 

Johnôs Gospel account). We donôt worship the saints, and we 

don't pray to them, but when we look at their examples, we look 

at who they looked at. The saints don't point to themselves, they 

point to Christ Jesus, their Lord and ours.

It is a both/and.  And the joy that comes with that realization is 

great indeed!
